The purpose of this exhibit is to offer an
opportunity to bring together in one group the important horticultural crops and agricultural products
which are produced on farms in our area. The exhibit may include, but is not limited to, a collection of
fruits, vegetables, flowers, honey, jams, jellies, canned fruit and/or fruit juices, and other agricultural
products grown by the truck farmer, market gardener, or roadside stand exhibitor.

These exhibits will be put up at the discretion and taste of the exhibitor. All exhibit materials must be
furnished by the exhibitor. Judging will be based on the variety of vegetables, fruits, etc., range of
species and quality. Originality will be considered. The exhibit space will be limited to an area with a
minimum of four (4) feet of frontage and four (4) feet of depth and not larger than six (6) feet of frontage
and four (4) feet of depth. This may be adjusted depending upon availability at the time of registration.
